HUMANIST IDEAS CHART


	Human being as the main concern
The individual’s primary concern is personal growth and not to dwell on the Church’s expectations of them.

	Confidence in reason and progress 
Scientists explore and develop theories about how everything functions on Earth and in the universe by performing experiments, analysing and by observation.

	The need to know (human curiosity)
Allowing individuals to simply ask questions and investigate anything that intrigues them.

	Tolerance and peace 
Respecting differences, acceptance of others and choosing peace over war whenever possible.

	Education aimed at individual growth 
Giving individuals an opportunity to learn, develop or improve their skills and to create a safe, nurturing environment that would allow them to grow both spiritually and emotionally.

	Demand for freedom of thought 
Having the right to express your feelings and ideas through speeches, newspapers and social media without worrying about being excommunicated, put to death or sentenced to jail.

	Doubt and criticism of the Church’s teachings 
The world is flat, geocentric theory, how to get to heaven, cause of illness, etc.

	Ancient Greek and Roman Philosophers
Plato, Socrates, Aristotle, etc.




	
ART TECHNIQUES CHART

	
ART TECHNIQUES:
a) Proportion and form
· Drawing the human anatomy realistically and accurately
· Drawing subjects such that they are the correct size when compared to each other

	
Perspective – the technique for representing three dimensions on a flat surface; giving an impression of depth

	
Sfumato – the technique of allowing tones and colors to shade gradually into one another; producing softened outlines or hazy forms

	
Use of Light and Dark - artists started using light and shadows in their works




Instructions for Renaissance Artwork
1. Make a rough copy of your drawing and show your teacher for approval.

Your rough copy drawing must express the following:
· the humanist idea(s) you chose from the first page
· a minimum of three symbols! (see examples on page 10)
· All the art techniques that you mentioned on page 2 of this booklet.

2. Once approved by teacher, you may now start your final drawing. 

DRAWING REQUIREMENTS
· It must be on  paper (11 by 14 inches)
· It must be in colour – use pencil crayons 
· The artwork must cover at least 90% of the paper
· Provide the name of your artwork in print at the bottom or top of your drawing
